1 Introduction

This document summarises the questions received from and answers given to potential bidders for the above project.  It will be posted online alongside the tender documents so that all bidders are aware of the questions raised and answers given.

The identity of potential bidders and any specific detail about them or their proposed bid will not be disclosed.
2 Creative People and Places

Q1)
Does the budget (ITT section 9) include VAT?
A1) 
No.  The indiciative range of £90,000-120,000 is exclusive of VAT.  Any applicable VAT should be made clear in submitted proposals. 
Q2) Can the successful organisation also bid for local CPP evaluations?

A2) Yes.  Our view is that the national evaluation will not be critiquing the local evaluations and so there is no reason to exclude evaluators from undertaking national and local evaluations.  It is also possible that experience of local Place evaluations could be an asset. However, it is possible that individual CPP Place partnerships may not share this view.

Q3) You mention that you do not require a population survey but would you be interested in smaller surveys relating to the CPP places?

A3) Possibly.  Individual Places are likely to be undertaking local surveys of their populations and audiences as part of their own monitoring and evaluation activity and we would not want to duplicate this work.  Subject to data sharing agreements, this information should be available to the national evaluation team.  However, if bidders feel that a survey or surveys would be appropriate and useful, they are welcome to suggest them as part of their core approach or as an optional element of their proposal.

Q4) How many organisations have expressed an interest in the ITT?

A4) We are unable to say.  The ITT is an open tender so it is difficult to judge the number of proposals we will ultimately receive. It has been advertised on the A.N.D. website and the UK Evaluation Society website.  In addition we contacted several organisations who have undertaken similar evaluation and / or cultural sector work in the past to notifiy them of the tender opportunity and most of these have expressed an interest. (Although these organisations were informed of the upcoming opportunity in advance, they did not receive any tender documents or briefings in advance of the tender launch).
